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Navigation Instructions

Welcome to the SWAMP Field Methods Training Course.  This document will provide you with instructions on how to navigate through the course.

This training program is created with Macromedia Flash and it works within your web browser.

If you do not have Flash installed in your browser, go to http://www.macromedia.com/downloads/ to download and install the Flash player in your browser.

Since the program works in your web browser you can utilize your back and forward buttons to move from screen to screen and close your browser to exit the program.
Starting the Program

1. Insert the CD-ROM in the CD-ROM Drive.

2. Open up Windows Explorer

3. Click on the CD-ROM drive letter

4. Find the start.html and double-click on it.  This file will open up a browser window and the program.

Selecting a Module

To select a module or a common element, click on the Module or Common Element name in the left-hand side of the screen.

Returning to the Main Page

To return to the main page of the program, click on the SWAMP logo in the upper left-hand corner of the screen.
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Moving from Page to Page

To move from page to page within a module use the “previous” or “next” buttons.
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Controlling the Audio Narration
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Controlling the Videos

When you click on a blue button to view a video, the shape of the button will change and then the video will be opened within the same window.  This may take a few minutes to load if the video clip is long.  The new window looks like the one shown below, with a frame for the movie, a toolbar below the frame, and a “close” button on the right side of the frame. 

The video control explanations are shown in the picture of the video screen, below. 
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Buttons

You will see four types of buttons throughout the program.  Each type of button has a different function and has a different return path.  


Video Buttons are blue

Clicking on a blue button will launch a video screen with its own controls.  To exit and return to the original page, click on the Close button you can see on the screen to the right of the video frame.  If the video is still running, stop it using the video STOP control and then exit the screen using the Close button. Do not click the “X” at the top right corner of the screen – this will close the entire program.  

Document Buttons are gold

Clicking on a gold button will launch an external file such as a Word, Excel or .pdf document.

When you click on a button that links to a file, your browser may or may not open a new web page.  If the browser has opened a new page, then close the new page when you are done using the “x” button.  

If the browser has NOT opened a new page, click the “Back” button on the browser to return to the original screen.  DO NOT close the window with the “X” button at the top right corner of the screen or you will exit the program.

You can save the file to the hard drive, by using the ‘File’, ‘Save as’ menu in the application (Word, Excel, Adobe Acrobat Reader).


Topic Link Buttons are green

Clicking on a green button will take you to another page (usually in another Module or Common Element) in the training program.  You will see these buttons throughout the program. 

Click the “Back” button on the browser to return the original screen.  DO NOT close the window with the “x” button or you will exit the program.

You may need to hit the back button on the browser several times to return to your original screen, depending on how many screen you have accessed since you clicked the green button.


Quiz Answer Buttons

Clicking on one of these buttons will reveal the answer to the quiz question.

Exiting the Program

Close your browser by clicking on the “x” button in the upper right-hand corner of the browser window.

Accessing the Appendix files on the CD

1. Use Windows Explorer to access the CD-ROM Drive and open the “Appendix” folder. 

2. Copy the necessary files to your hard drive.
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Drag the square to advance the narration
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Close the video and return to the original screen
